Will my sponsorship ensure there is always room in
the inn? Casa Libre is a popular refuge for writers and
scholars. The revenue generated from your monthly
contributions helps keep the suites .
open and outfitted with the amenities
writers need year-round. Suite Spon-
sor pledges are directly applied to-
ward funding our three writers’ suites,
which are offered free to talented

writers who apply for individual resi-
dencies of two weeks to one month Emily Dickinson
during open enrollment periods. Suite Sponsorships
also allow us to fund three special one- to two-week
residencies per year, in which emerging writers have
the unique opportunity to study and to give a public
reading with established poets and writers. Special
residencies vary from year to year in order to serve a
diverse community of writers. Each year, at least one
residency will be designed to serve such groups as
women writers, writers of color, and adolescent writers.

What should I expect after I make a pledge? In-
tangibly, our deepest gratitude. Tangibly, when
Casa receives your first check with your form, we
will send you a thank-you package, which will in-
clude recent announcements and updates on our
progress, a copy of our most recent newsletter, and
a letter with the tax identification number you will
use when you submit your tax forms the following
year.
